· Have been allocated you 100 Club Ticket Number and,
· Pay either annually £48 or monthly on the 1st of each month £4 by Standing Order. The details are provided below. 

Terms and Conditions
1. We need your bank details for our records and to register your entry and allocate your number. Numbers will be allocated as forms are received, if there are more than 100 entries, a reserve list will be held. You keep your number during your membership of the club. Should you wish to leave the club, you should notify the club in writing 1-month before your next payment. Should you wish to change your payment from monthly to annually or vice versa, you should email the Club organiser or promoter.
2. Winners will be drawn on or around the 15th of each month with a random number generator and notified by telephone, text message or email. Winnings will be paid by cheque. The draw results will be posted on the Village Hall Facebook pages and Website. 
3. Monthly payments: If your payment has not been received by the 7th of the month, your entry for that month will be void. If you fail to pay for 3 months in any calendar year, you will be notified, and your membership will be terminated.
4. Annual payments: If your payment has not been received by the 7th of the month, in the month by which your annual payment is due, your entry will be void for that month. Should your payment not be received by the 7th the following month, you will be notified, and your membership will be terminated.

6. After your form has been received, you will receive confirmation that you have been allocated a number.
